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aye McBeath was born in Milwaukee on
FFebruary 4, 1882, the only child of Violette
Nieman McBeath and Charles Henry McBeath.
She attended public school in Milwaukee,
graduating from West Division High School
in 1902. After completing a two-year course at
the old Milwaukee Normal School, she taught
in public schools in Milwaukee and Wisconsin
Rapids until returning to college to complete
her formal education. She graduated from the

Porrltof Faye McBeath University of Wisconsin with a Bachelor of Arts
y J. Anthony Willis . L
Kevin Kotke, Photographer degree in 1913. She then taught at North Division

High School until 1916 when her uncle, Lucius W.
Nieman, founder of the Milwaukee Journal, persuaded her to join the Journal
Company where she served in various posts for the next 20 years.

Upon Mr. Nieman'’s death in 1935, Miss McBeath inherited one-fourth of
his holdings in the Journal Company, a substantial fortune that was eventually
used to establish The Faye McBeath Foundation.

During the last 30 years of her life, Miss McBeath devoted herself actively
to a variety of causes in the greater Milwaukee community. She established
the Lucius W. Nieman Chair of Journalism at Marquette University in memory
of her uncle. She gave generously and quietly to many programs relating to
educating and caring for children, helping the blind, and supporting the arts.
In her later years, she was honored by many organizations and institutions
that had been strengthened by her leadership, gifts, and compassion.

Upon her death on June 7, 1967, the bulk of her estate went to the
Foundation, which she had created a few years earlier, to be devoted entirely
to the welfare of the people in the community in which she and her uncle had
lived and worked. Her charge to the Foundation was to disperse all assets by
December 31, 2014.

For those interested in more information on the Foundation, A Time for
Giving, which covers the history and evolution through the late 1990’s, is
available in limited quantities at the Foundation offices.
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2009As expected after the financial events of 2008, 2009 was

challenging for the Foundation. We moved ahead despite a 30% reduction in funds
for grantmaking. We refined our education niche, continued a dedicated grants
initiative in basic human needs, and extended the public health nursing project.

Here is a 2009 snapshot:
= We received 207 formal letters of intent, 10 fewer than 2008.

= The Trustees acted upon 53 proposals and set asides, a decrease of 3 from 2008.
= The typical grant was $25,975 in 2009, a decrease from 2008'’s average of $27,668.
= We successfully moved our office to the 101 West Pleasant Street address.

The new basic human needs initiative ~ was recognized by the
Association of Small Foundations. ASF praised the work for its use of community
benchmark data, partnerships, and expedited grant review. For a second year,
we cut administrative spending, reduced multi-year grants, and adopted a more
conservative investment policy, thus increasing the amount available to distribute for 2010!

We completed the implementation of the Robert Wood Johnson and Northwest Health
Foundation public and community health nursing project, which also involved local funders,
a dozen health clinics, and schools of nursing.

We participated in several high profile-projects, including the McKinsey study of Milwaukee
Public Schools. We continue to partner with other foundations to maintain the Nonprofit
Management Fund.

In a smaller but enjoyable highlight, our staff engaged several teenagers of the Youth In
Service Fund in the process of reviewing a letter of intent.

Looking to next year and beyond toward our sunset date of December 31, 2014, we
continue to focus our attention on the education and welfare of Milwaukee's children,
recognizing that they will be a significant part of the legacy after the Foundation has closed.

We continue to support older residents  of
Milwaukee to enable them to remain as engaged with their city as
possible. We maintain our commitment to health education and
accessibility, as well as, sound civic practice.

Scott Gelzer, our Executive Director and Laura Mullen,
Communications Director, have again managed the business of
the Foundation with exemplary diligence and good cheer. The
Trustees join me in thanking them for another successful year.

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Grant Quali'cations Appllcatlon

Grants are awarded to nonprofit, tax-exempt 501(c)(3) organizations
incorporated in the State of Wisconsin. The Foundation does not consider direct
applications from nonprofits incorporated elsewhere. Grants are made to support pro-
grams having a primary focus on the residents of the greater Milwaukee community
including Milwaukee, Waukesha, Ozaukee and Washington counties.

Like many others, the Faye McBeath Foundation has been affected by

recent economic events. There is less money available than in 2008, when the
Foundation awarded over $1.5 million in grants; in 2009 and 2010, the amount
available is under $1.1 million. The dedication to our mission, guidelines and
review criteria is heightened and the decisions will reflect our reduced resources. We
strive to support projects that best match our guidelines, review criteria, and vision to
improve the community.

Types of Grants

The majority of grants support specific programs. On occasion, operating and
capacity-building grants are awarded. Capital grants are limited to projects with
community-wide impact that reflect the program interests of the Foundation.
Any invited requests for operating or capacity-building support must include
an organization’s results-oriented annual plan, covering both programs and
management.

Other Grant-related Information

= The Foundation does not award grants for annual fund drives, scholarships,
support of individuals, sponsorship of fundraising events, or emergency funds.

= The Foundation does not consider or acknowledge general solicitation letters.

= Basic health sciences research is not funded by the Foundation.

= Organizations serving the disabled will be considered only if the project targets
children or older adults.

= Single disease or condition organizations are typically not funded by the
Foundation. An exception may be made for a creative project involving one or
more of the following: service to multiple populations, collaboration, and/or
creation of a replicable model.

= There are no published deadlines for letters of intent or proposals. Deadlines are

= established based upon discussion with Foundation staff.

Prepare a 1-2 page letter that includes a
bief description of the applicant organization, the program to be

funded, the corresponding match between the Foundation’s guidelines and
the request, the amount requested, and the estimated total project budget.

receipt of a letter of intent, Foundation staff will formally acknowledge
receipt by e-mail or letter.

If the request is clearly outside
the current program or geographical focus of the Foundation, a decline letter
will promptly be sent informing you of this determination.

Formal Invitation . Generally, applicants can expect a
response to a letter of intent within 60 days of a letter’s receipt. The
